Recap: The Panthers opened the state tourney with a surprising sweep over the state No. 4 ranked Olympians. Sixth-ranked in state going into the playoffs, Sacramento was led by All-NorCal selection Jessica Trammell with 13 kills, All-American Jessica Gall with 15 digs, and Christie Hartkopf with 10 kills. Coach Laurie Nash pointed to her lesser-known players as being keys to the match including Rebecca John with 8 kills and 10 digs, and Kendall Eayrs, who had eight kills and 5 blocks. The pair combined to hit .433 for the match. 
Coach Nash: “The big difference is how well we played on defense. We talked about how we had to feed the middle, and we were able to gain momentum from that. Our support staff (John and Eayrs) came up big for us. They hit about as well as they’ve done all season.”

For San Diego Mesa, All-State outside hitter Shannon Pugh recorded 11 kills and a team-high 14 digs, while Rayna Richardson tallied 12 kills. Mesa led the second game 23-20 before Sacramento went on a 10-3 run to take an overwhelming two games-to-none lead.
