Recap: The state’s No. 2 ranked Warriors swept past the No. 11 Vikings behind strong performances from their sophomores in a first round match. El Camino’s All-American outside hitter Lindsey Spainhour scored 19 kills with a sparkling .409 kill percentage. Spainhour made just one error in 44 attempts, and she totaled a team-high 21 digs. 

Also for El Camino, sophomore setter Kacey Martinez added 41 assists, 3 kills, 3 blocks, 9 digs and 4 aces in a versatile effort. Lauren Simmons contributed a double-double with 10 kills and 16 digs, Marcella Hernandez had 8 kills and 4 blocks, and Maiko Naraki chipped in 14 digs.

For West Valley, Tiven Catrett led the way with 20 kills and All-State outside hitter Heidi Steinebrunner added 10 kills and 11 digs. Setter Christy Gillick tallied 31 assists, 18 digs, and 5 kills. West Valley was hurt by 28 attack errors.  

El Camino Coach LeValley Pattison, who was named Southern California Regional Coach of the Year, said, “We didn’t play fantastic, but we were fortunate to win against a North No. 4 seed. I thought our sophomores played well, especially Lindsey and Kacey. It certainly helped that some of our players played at last year’s (state tournament). They are familiar with playing in big matches.”
