Recap: The defending state champion Pirates started where they left off last season in the first round of the 2006 championship tourney by defeating the Knights in four games. Last year’s MVP also returned to the big tournament in grand style as two-time, All-American and sophomore outside hitter Kiwi Winkler scored 29 kills, 12 digs, and 2 aces. Winkler hit .444 in 54 attempts, while teammate Eva Johnson was even better at .500, recording 9 kills (only 16 attempts, 1 error) along with 6 blocks.  
Overall, OCC hit an outstanding .387 as a team. Jacquelin Reed added 10 kills, Jennifer Chiffer had 7 kills and 7 blocks, and libero Ashlee Moon totaled 21 digs. Setter Chelsea Spadaro chipped in 46 assists and 5 kills. The state’s ninth ranked Shasta (playing in its first state tourney since 1999) didn’t quit after losing the first two games against the No. 3 rated Pirates. The Knights forced a game four with a 30-28 win in the third game. 
Shasta had three players reach double digits in kills in Jessica Hero (13), Sara Cascarina (12, and 11 digs), and Jaclyn Alexander (10). Missing from that group was All-State OH CJ Neathamer, who struggled to score 9 kills, making 11 errors in 39 attempts. Neathamer did contribute a team-high 14 digs and 3 aces.
