Recap: The giant killers from Sacramento City College were at it again Saturday morning as it insured itself of the school’s highest finish in state tourney history with a four-game upset over South top seed El Camino.

The Panthers, the North’s second seed but the lowest state-ranked of the six remaining teams, can finish no lower than third place here. Jessica Trammell pounded 22 kills (.465 hit percentage), while Christy Stuart had a strong defensive match with 25 digs. Setter Amanda Limeberger dished out 55 assists and 17 digs, and Christie Hartkopf delivered a double-double with 11 kills, 10 digs. The Panthers also received 15 kills and 7 blocks from Kendall Eayrs, and a 19-dig effort by All-American Jessica Gall.

Ranked second in the state, El Camino suffered just its second loss of the season in 27 matches. The Warriors can point to mistakes in the form of 40 attack errors, including an uncharacteristic 16 by All-American OH Lindsey Spainhour. The sophomore hit just .075 in 67 attempts, although she led the team with 21 kills plus 12 digs.  Marcella Hernandez (12), Lauren Simmons (11), and Jessica Juarez (10) also reached double figures in kills. Libero Maiko Naraki delivered 29 digs. Setter Kacey Martinez quietly totaled 54 assists, 6 kills, and 15 digs. 
Sacramento and Coach Laurie Nash has been utilizing a seven-player rotation at the state tourney. 
“It took us a while to figure it out, but we were able to take El Camino’s setter (Martinez) out of her game as the match wore on,” Nash said. “Once again we played great defense, and our middles seemed to tire out El Camino’s hitting. We knew how good El Camino was, but neither of us faced each other before today. The whole team has come together to play their best volleyball here at state.”
Sacramento faces Orange Coast at 4 p.m. today in a non-elimination match. El Camino was playing LA Pierce in an elimination match at 1 p.m.
